Read: Psalm 34:1-10

I sought the Lord, and He answered me; He 
delivered me from all my fears.  Psalm 34:4

Fear sneaks into my heart without permission. 
It paints a picture of helplessness and hopeless-
ness. It steals my peace and my concentration. 
What am I fearful about? I’m concerned about 
the safety of my family or the health of loved 
ones. I panic at the loss of a job or a broken rela-
tionship. Fear turns my focus inward and reveals 
a heart that sometimes fi nds it hard to trust.

When these fears and worries strike, how 
good it is to read David’s prayer in Psalm 34: “I 
sought the Lord, and he answered me; he deliv-
ered me from all my fears” (v. 4). And how does 
God deliver us from our fears? When we “look 
to him” (v. 5), when we focus on Him, our fears 
fade; we trust Him to be in control. Then David 
mentions a different type of fear—not a fear that 
paralyzes, but a deep respect and awe of the One 
who surrounds us and delivers us (v. 7). We can 
take refuge in Him because He is good (v. 8).

This awe of His goodness helps put our fears 
into perspective. When we remember who God 
is and how much He loves us, we can relax into 
His peace. “Those who fear him lack nothing” (v. 
9), concludes David. How wonderful to discover 
that in the fear of the Lord we can be delivered 
from our fears.

     These are surreal times in which 
we are currently living. Each day 
we learn new things about the CO-
VID-19 Coronavirus and the many 
ways it is signifi cantly impacting our 
lives and the lives of others around 
our state, our country, and our world. 
While it would be easy to go off on 
a tangent regarding COVID-19, I’m 
going to follow the advice given in 
the GEICO commercial, where the 
tattoo artist tells his customer, “Stay 
in your lane, Bro” and keep my re-
porting on the Coronavirus to how 
it impacts our outdoor opportunities. 
And while that may be the last thing 
on your mind in these uncertain 
times, I have an obligation to keep 
you informed on these matters.
     Now, things could change before 
Weekly Bargain Bulletin, Edition 
2500, comes out on Friday, March 
20, 2020, but this is the most current 
info the PA Fish & Boat Commission 
put out in their press release on Mon-
day, March 16. It is titled, “PFBC 
announces consolidated statewide 
schedule for trout season, begins ac-
celerated stocking operations, adds 
more convenient license purchase 
and display options.” Additionally, it 
has a subtitle of “Agency will modify 
operations as needed amid concerns 
over COVID-19.” The opening sen-
tence of the press release bears re-
peating verbatim, “Amid concerns 
regarding the spread of COVID-19, 
the PA Fish & Boat Commission to-
day announced several changes to 
the 2020 trout season intended to 
protect the safety of the public and 
staff, while preserving the opportu-
nity to enjoy the fun and recreational 
health benefi ts of fi shing.” Based on 
this press release, much of the info I 
shared in last week’s column (WBB 
#2499) has changed, so let’s take a 
look at these revisions and their im-
pacts.
     First, there will only be a State-
wide Mentored Youth Trout Day 
(Sat., Apr. 11) and a Statewide Open-
ing Day of Trout (Sat., Apr. 18). This 
does not change the scheduling of 
these two events for individuals in 
49 PA counties (including Lawrence 
County), but for those 18 counties of 
Southeastern PA where they were 
originally scheduled for March 28 
(Regional Youth Trout Day) and 
April 4 (Regional Trout Opener), it

delays both events by two weeks. 
These changes were implemented 
after receiving guidance from the PA 
Dept. of Health and the Centers for 
Disease Control (CDC) to reduce 
large gatherings of people and avoid 
bringing outside anglers into those 
18 Southeastern PA counties, which 
are already heavily impacted by CO-
VID-19. 
     Second, the PFBC 2020 trout 
stocking program will be conducted 
on an accelerated schedule and most 
importantly, volunteers WILL NOT 
be permitted to assist with stocking 
activities. This is a signifi cant change 
from the past, when a corps of volun-
teers, often the same individuals at 
most stockings across the county, 
would help carry bucketloads of 
trout to help distribute them. The 
intent is to minimize interactions 
between PFBC staff members and 
the general population to ensure 
public safety. As is clearly stated in 
their press release, “The change in 
stocking procedures will not result 
in any reduction in the approximate-
ly 3.2 million trout scheduled to be 
stocked statewide in 2020 and stock-
ing will occur seven days a week 
until further notice.” Initially, stock-
ing priorities will be given to those 
regions most severely impacted by 
COVID-19 that could eventually re-
sult in restrictions on travel. Prior to 
the April 11 Statewide Youth Trout 
Day, all PA stocked streams, rivers, 
and lakes will receive their alloca-
tions of trout and in some cases, the 
preseason and in-season stockings 
will be consolidated into one release.
     Finally, to avoid unnecessary 
travel and social contact amid health 
concerns, anglers and boaters are 
reminded they can purchase licens-
es and registrations online, and for 
the fi rst time ever will be permitted 
to produce a digital copy of their li-
cense/registration on their phone or 
digital device as proof of possession, 
if approached by a Waterways Con-
servation Offi cer. 
     While the PFBC’s methods may 
be different, anglers will still have 
opportunities to get outdoors and 
fi sh, which has proven health ben-
efi ts.
