   We all know it’s 3 strikes and you’re 
out in baseball. Well, when it comes 
to homemade ice cream, it’s 3 stops 
and the ice cream is done. Last week, 
I shared how to layer the ice and rock 
salt in the external bucket as the ingre-
dients are churning in the internal con-
tainer. Sometimes, when you’re initially 
putting in the ice and rock salt, you’ll 
get an “ice jam”, which causes the ice 
cream maker to stop. If that happens, 
use your hands to forcibly get the inter-
nal container to resume spinning and 
just remember that does not count as 
one of your 3 stops. After about 40-min-
utes, you’ll usually notice the electric 
ice cream maker starts to labor as the 
ingredients progressively cool and 
thicken. Now, through trial-and-error, 
I’ve learned my total churning time 
is typically around 50-minutes, if I’ve 
pre-chilled my ingredients and internal 
container. However, if the ingredients 
and the internal container are start-
ing at room temperature, then the to-
tal churning time is usually around an 
hour and 15-minutes. Makes sense it 
takes 1.5X longer, since the ice/rock 
salt mixture has to cool the internal 
container and ingredients signifi cantly 
before it freezes. 
   If you’re paying attention to your ice 
cream maker as it churns, you’ll hear it 
progressively going slower and slower, 
until it eventually stops. While some 
folks call it done then, I’ve learned an 
extra minute or two can really help so-
lidify your homemade ice cream from 
“soup” to a very thick milkshake consis-
tency. So, after Stop #1, I use my hands 
to get the internal container spinning 
again. Typically, it will only spin from 
30-seconds to 3-minutes before you 
get Stop #2. I’ll get it going a fi nal time, 
which may be only a few seconds up to 
a minute before Stop #3. After Stop #3, 
I unplug the motor and remove it from 
on top of the ice cream maker. Then I 
carefully lift the internal container out 
of the ice/rock salt mixture and dry it 
off with an old towel. Finally, it makes 
the highly anticipated trip upstairs to 
the kitchen. Now it’s time to dish out 
homemade ice cream, before any of the 
remaining frozen treat goes into plas-
tic storage containers and back down 
in the freezer for future consumption. 
After enjoying a sample, I head back 
down the basement with a slotted 
spoon and two one-gallon freezer bags. 
I’m typically able to fi ll both freezer 
bags about ¾ full of ice that goes back 
in the freezer. That way, I save roughly 
7 lbs. of ice for the next time I make ice 
cream and I can stretch a big 22 lb. bag 
of ice out to fi ve batches of ice cream. 
(The freezer bags become the fi rst two

layers for the next batch, but you’ll still 
need to add the rock salt.)
   Now, here are the highly anticipated 
homemade ice cream recipes you’ve 
been waiting for:
The “BASE” – These same fi ve ingre-
dients form the foundation of all my 
homemade ice cream recipes. It in-
cludes: (1) one 12 fl . oz. can Evaporated 
Milk; (2) one 14 oz. can Sweetened 
Condensed Milk; (3) one pint/16 fl . 
oz. Heavy Whipping Cream; (4) ¼-cup 
Corn Starch; and (5) ¼-teaspoon salt.
Vanilla Ice Cream – To the fi ve ingre-
dient “Base” add: (1) two Tablespoons 
Vanilla (either pure extract or imitation 
fl avor, your choice); (2) 1½-cups sugar 
or Stevia; and (3) 6-cups of Whole Milk. 
I typically stir the vanilla and sugar/
Stevia into the bowl containing the fi ve 
base ingredients before it gets poured 
into the chilled internal container. Then 
the whole milk fi nally goes in directly 
before churning.
Chocolate Ice Cream – To the “Base” 
add: (1) ½-Tablespoon Vanilla; (2) 1½-
cups sugar or Stevia; (3) 6-cups Whole 
Milk; and (4) 1-cup unsweetened co-
coa powder/baking cocoa. (If you’re a 
chocoholic, add an additional 1⁄3-cup of 
cocoa powder for a richer chocolate fl a-
vor.) The vanilla and sugar/Stevia get 
mixed with the base ingredients before 
going into the internal container, while 
the cocoa powder gets mixed with 
the whole milk before going in. Don’t 
be alarmed when the cocoa powder 
doesn’t initially dissolve in the milk. 
Make sure it makes it into the internal 
container and it will dissolve as the ice 
cream churns. 
Blueberry Ice Cream – To the “Base” 
add: (1) ½-Tablespoon Vanilla; (2) 
½-cup sugar or Stevia; (3) ½-cup Blue-
berry Fruit Syrup (typically used for 
pancake syrup); (4) 6-cups fresh or 
partially thawed frozen blueberries; 
and (5) 3-cups Whole Milk. The vanilla, 
sugar/Stevia, and blueberry syrup get 
mixed with the “base” before going into 
the internal container. I puree the blue-
berries and milk in the blender. I put in 
3-cups blueberries with 1½-cups milk 
and these two “smoothie” mixtures get 
poured in before churning.
Strawberry Ice Cream – Exactly the 
same as Blueberry, except substitute 
6-cups fresh or partially thawed frozen 
strawberries and ½-cup of strawberry 
fruit syrup in the recipe. (I’m going to 
make raspberry next.)

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: 
My tomcat “Robbie” is 
a big guy who I adopted 
from a shelter two years 
ago. When I feed him, 
he gulps his food so 
quickly that sometimes 
he throws it all back up. 
Why does he eat so fast, 
and how can I stop it? -- 
Cheryl in Pittsburgh

DEAR CHERYL: 
Regurgitation is soooo 
not fun! I’m sure Robbie 
doesn’t like it, and you 
don’t like having to 
clean up. 
Because Robbie was 
a shelter cat, he may 
have been in a situation 
in the past where he 
had to compete for food 
with other cats -- not in 
the shelter, but perhaps 
in a bad home environ-
ment. So now he eats 
fast, so the food doesn’t 
disappear on him, and 
he probably eats all of it 
right away. His overfull 
stomach is triggered to 
regurgitate some of that 
food.
First, make sure that no 
underlying health con-
ditions are contributing 
to Robbie’s food gulping 
and regurgitation. Have 
the veterinarian exam-
ine him and discuss the 
behavior, as you will get 
some great, targeted 
advice about ways to 
reduce the problem.
Once that’s done, imple-
ment some new sup-

pertime habits to slow 
down Robbie’s pace:
-- Try a slow feeder 
bowl, which uses a 
maze or puzzle to force 
a cat to work for each 
morsel of dry food.
-- Space out feedings 
through the day if pos-
sible, splitting Robbie’s 
total daily intake up 
into several smaller 
amounts.
-- Try a different type of 
cat food, or a different 
way of feeding, such 
as mixing dry and wet 
foods together.
-- Switch in some fresh 
foods like steamed 
chicken and rice (un-
seasoned).
