   I have been accused by my fam-
ily members of being able to have a 
conversation with just about anyone I 
meet. I have to admit, they’re probably 
right, because I truly fi nd people are 
fascinating. Everyone has a story to tell 
based on their own individual experi-
ences according to the choices they’ve 
made in life. I’ve found that regardless 
of whether the subject is education, oc-
cupation, faith, parenting, military ser-
vice, the weather, or whatever else; you 
can probably fi nd some commonali-
ties between your life experiences and 
someone else’s who you are talking to 
in order to get the conversation started, 
and from there it’s the differences that 
make each person unique, interesting, 
and worth listening to and learning 
from. Back in August, I saw a church 
marquee sign in West Middlesex that 
kind of sums up my thoughts on peo-
ple and why I like talking to others, it 
read: “Be Yourself – Everyone Else is 
Already Taken.”
   Now, when it comes to the outdoors, 
it’s fairly easy to identify when someone 
is a hunter; but through conversation 
you can fi nd out what types of quarry 
they like to pursue (species), where 
they like to hunt (locations), methods 
they choose to employ (rifl e, shotgun, 
bow, crossbow, muzzleloader), gear 
they prefer (clothing, tree stands, op-
tics, etc.), the tactics they use (stand 
hunting, still hunting, stalking, calls, 
scents, etc.), who they hunt with, and a 
myriad of other hunting-related details. 
While everyone (men, women, and 
youths) who purchases a PA hunting 
license can be correctly labelled as a 
hunter, no two hunters are exactly alike 
and that probably becomes most appar-
ent within the upcoming week as the 
widest variety of hunting seasons open 
at the same time as at any point in the 
entire year and hunters must prudently 
decide how they’ll individually spend 
the limited time available pursuing the 
species of their choice and how they go 
about it. Let’s take a closer look at the 
many options available to choose from.  
Muzzleloader Antlerless Deer (Oct. 
17-24) – Hunters can use either a mod-
ern inline muzzleloader, a percussion 
cap rifl e, or a traditional fl intlock muz-
zleloader to harvest an antlerless deer 
with each valid antlerless license or 
DMAP permit they obtained.
Muzzleloader Bear (Oct. 17-24) – 
This will be the second year for this 
tremendously popular season, when 
hunters can use an inline, percussion 
cap, or fl intlock muzzleloading rifl e to 
get an early opportunity to pursue a

black bear across the Commonwealth 
in October’s typically milder weather. 
Archery Bear (Oct. 17 – Nov. 7) – This 
year, bowhunters will have three weeks 
in which black bears are legal quarry 
with a compound bow, crossbow, re-
curve bow, or long bow. You might 
want to purchase a black bear tag, just 
in case a bear comes through while you 
are out archery deer hunting this year.
Small Game (Specifi cally – Rab-
bits, Grouse, & Bobwhite Quail) 
(Oct. 17 – Nov. 27) – For those hunters 
with dogs, these are some of the most 
anticipated seasons and often small 
game hunters can have the woods and/
or fi elds all to themselves, since par-
ticipation has dwindled over the past 
35-years. 
Ducks, Sea Ducks, Coots, and Mer-
gansers (South Zone) (Oct. 17-24) – 
We reside in the designated South Zone 
of Pennsylvania, south of Interstate 80, 
for the purpose of hunting these variet-
ies of waterfowl. Please check the 2020-
21 PA Hunting & Trapping Digest to 
verify the daily bag limits and posses-
sion limits, which are very specifi c by 
species. Accordingly, waterfowl hunt-
ers need to be very profi cient at duck 
identifi cation in fl ight. (Note: Wood-
cock also become legal quarry state-
wide for migratory bird hunters from 
Oct. 17 – Nov. 27.)
Special Firearms Antlerless Deer 
and Bear (Oct. 22-24) – These have 
become some of the most highly an-
ticipated seasons, since junior & senior 
license holders, active-duty military, 
and certain disabled persons’ permit 
holders can use their modern fi rearms 
to harvest an antlerless deer with each 
antlerless license or DMAP permit 
they have or a black bear, if they’ve 
purchased a bear license. The early 
three-day rifl e bear season for select 
individuals debuted last year and made 
a signifi cant impact on the overall 2019 
PA bear harvest as numerous eligible 
hunters took advantage of this opportu-
nity in milder weather.
Already Open Seasons – Hunting sea-
sons for numerous species are already 
open as of October 17 and many hunt-
ers will continue pursuing the quarry 
of their choice. This includes: archery 
deer, squirrels, doves, coyotes, opos-
sums, skunks, weasels, porcupines, 
and crows. Please check your 2020-21 
PA Hunting & Trapping Digest for spe-
cifi c details applicable for each species.   
   It’s a tough choice, but enjoyable, 
whatever you pursue! God Bless, Be 
Safe, and Great Outdoors!
