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   WARNING: If you’ve never had a four-
legged family member who you loved 
deeply and truly cherished spending 
time together with, you probably won’t 
understand my following heartfelt 
words and you’ll want to stop reading. 
However, if you know or have known 
how strong these bonds of friendship 
and trust can be between a human and 
a special creature who is so much more 
than a pet, please read on because you’ll 
comprehend the joy we experienced to-
gether, the memories which last forever, 
and the pain that comes when you lose 
a special companion who was always by 
your side for a season in life.
   March 1, 2021 made it eight years that 
I’ve had the distinct privilege of sharing 
my thoughts here in the Weekly Bar-
gain Bulletin under the title, “Outdoor 
Opportunities”. Sitting down for rough-
ly three hours each week to capture 
my thoughts and craft my prose, rough 
math confi rms I’ve completed this 
weekly “labor of love” over 400-times 
since 2013. What you have no way of 
knowing behind the scenes, is over 
that time span, I’ve written fewer than a 
dozen weekly columns away from home 
when I’ve been traveling for one reason 
or another; while the overwhelming ma-
jority were hand-written in rough draft 
and then typed up on our home com-
puter with my German Shepherd lying 
by my side (expecting a loving 
periodic ear scratch or belly rub)! This 
is the fi rst piece I’ve ever written at 
home without my faithful sidekick Col-
by by my side and I have to admit I’m 
struggling through it with tears in my 
eyes. The wealth of emotions pouring 
out is overwhelming and I’m just hoping 
I can keep my thoughts coherent for you 
to read. This is one series of columns I 
knew in my heart I would probably be 
writing at some point in 2021, but I kept 
hoping and praying that we would have 
more time together to just enjoy each 
other’s company.
   I still vividly recall how Colby came 
into our lives. After spending nearly 
two years as a “geographical bachelor” 
only seeing my wife and children three 
weekends a month while I was the Fort 
Indiantown Gap Garrison Commander 
(Mar. 2008 – Dec. 2009); my next as-
signment meant I was fi nally going to 
be living at home again, even though 
it required a daily 86-mile commute 
each way to Washington, PA. My fi rst 
drill weekend as the full-time Offi cer-
in-Charge of 2nd Brigade, 28th Infan-
try Division, PA Army National Guard 
in Jan. 2010 involved visiting several of 
the armories across Western PA that I 

was now responsible for. While we were 
wrapping up our tour of Hunt Armory in 
Pittsburgh (a place I had worked at from 
Dec. 1989 to Mar. 1993), fellow Colonel 
Mike Evans and I were approached by 
SSG Jacqueline Roman, the Company 
Supply Sergeant there. In a somewhat 
hesitant, yet anxious manner, she 
shared she raised German Shepherds 
and had a puppy she couldn’t fi nd a 
home for. After asking over 200 soldiers 
who drilled there at Hunt Armory and 
getting no positive responses, she was 
wondering if we Colonels with all our 
contacts across the entire brigade might 
know someone who could provide a 
good home for an unclaimed puppy. I 
had never met SSG Roman before, so 
I wrote down her name and the unit’s 
phone number, and told her I would 
contact her if I came across anyone who 
might be interested in the puppy.  
   On the trip back to Brigade HQs in 
Washington, PA, I called my wife to talk 
to her about this German Shepherd 
puppy who needed a home. We had dis-
cussed the possibility of getting another 
dog and a German Shepherd was one 
breed our youngest daughter, Faith, had 
put on the list. Knowing the puppy’s fu-
ture was uncertain, I contacted SSG Ro-
man the next day and told her we might 
be interested. We made the drive down 
to Munhall, adjacent to Pittsburgh, 
later that week to meet the puppy. We 
learned there were three pups in their 
young mother’s fi rst litter and unfor-
tunately, she had rejected them after 
a week. SSG Roman had to bottle feed 
them and tragically, one puppy did not 
make it. The one male had been claimed 
and we were there to see the second 
male. Born in late November 2009, the 
puppy wasn’t quite old enough to go 
home with us, but we were smitten and 
told SSG Roman we would take him to 
give him a good home. We learned the 
pup’s father was named Jagr (SSG Ro-
man was a Penguins fan) and since we 
were also Penguins fans, we decided to 
name our new puppy Colby, after Colby 
Armstrong, one of our favorite Penguins 
players at the time who was scrappy and 
somewhat of a perennial underdog.        
   Colby came to us in late Jan. 2010 and 
sadly due to ongoing health issues, we 
had to have him put to sleep last Friday, 
April 23, 2021. Over the next few weeks, 
I’ll share details of our lives together and 
the close bond we shared. If you have a 
furry friend in your life, please pet them 
and tell them you love them for me, 
because unfortunately none of us have 
them forever. God Bless, Be Safe,

• Give your garbage 
disposal some love and 
clean her out! Add a 
handful of baking soda 
and some crushed ice, 
then a cup of vinegar or 
lemon juice and follow 
up with hot water.
• Buff out small 
scratches in glass with 
toothpaste. Apply a small 
dab and rub in circles 
lightly, then wipe away.
