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   How’s your spontaneity? Sometimes, 
the most memorable outdoor experi-
ences occur when you take advantage 
of an unexpected opportunity which 
suddenly becomes available. Back 
in 2009, my wife accompanied me, 
on our own dime, on a military busi-
ness trip out to Camp Navajo, west of 
Flagstaff, Arizona. When we learned 
we were only an hour away from the 
Grand Canyon, we immediately de-
cided we needed to get there at some 
point during the limited free time I had. 
One evening, as soon as my meetings 
ended, we headed northwest in our 
rental car. We arrived on the South 
Rim about 45-minutes before sunset 
and we’ll always remember the inde-
scribable views and captivating photos 
from our truly humbling, limited time 
at the Grand Canyon before dark. We 
hope to make it back out to Arizona 
at some point, but we can always say 
we’ve visited one of the absolute natu-
ral wonders of the world.
   Back in April, I received a call from 
our niece, Sydney. After several years 
of intense studying and hard work, 
she fi nally completed all her course 
work, hands-on training, and licens-
ing requirements as a dental hygien-
ist and enhanced function dental as-
sistant (EFDA). We are very proud of 
her and to celebrate this professional 
milestone, Sydney decided she wanted 
to go whitewater rafting on Pine Creek 
through the PA Grand Canyon. She 
knew her Uncle Grey and cousin, Grey 
III, would be up for this excursion. 
Now, my sister Gayle (Sydney’s mom) 
has been close friends with a won-
derful couple, Joe & Tracy, for over 
25-years out in Ephrata, PA. They are 
originally from Wellsboro, PA (home of 
the PA Grand Canyon) and they have 
a very comfortable vacation home in 
Wellsboro, which they generously 
open to friends. Their cottage was our 
temporary residence, May 21-23, when 
we visited the PA Grand Canyon.
   It was a 4-hour trip from Lawrence 
County to Tioga County, heading east 
out across Interstate 80 and then north 
on PA-287 from Jersey Shore to Wells-
boro. We met Gayle & Sydney in time 
for dinner on Fri., May 21 at the cottage 
and then we all headed west on US-6 
for 10-miles before turning south on a 
country road paralleling the west bank 
of Pine Creek, which took us to Colton 
Point State Park. We had an incredible 
view of the PA Grand Canyon from the 
West Rim there and even from our tow-
ering vantage point, we could tell the 
water level in Pine Creek was rather 
low. None of us had ever paddled Pine 
Creek before, so Sydney booked a 

guided raft trip, since the waterway is 
capable of producing Class II rapids (1 
to 3-foot whitecaps) and even Class III 
rapids (waves up to 4 or 5-feet), which 
defi nitely demand respect. 
   We arrived at Pine Creek Outfi tters 
before 8:15 AM on Sat., May 22, and 
we were one of the fi rst parties there. 
Based on the quantity of fl atwater 
kayaks and canoes we saw the outfi t-
ters shuttling around and other par-
ties showing up with, we could tell the 
low water level in Pine Creek that day 
would be predominantly Class I rap-
ids (moving water with small waves) 
and possibly a brief Class II stretch 
or two at most. The outfi tters put the 
kayaks, canoes, and unguided rafts 
on the water before it was our turn to 
go. Our guided raft trip consisted of 
four rafts and two guides. One guide 
(Stacy) took two men in the lead raft, 
the second guide (Wade) took a young 
couple in the trail raft, there were four 
young men in the third raft, and we oc-
cupied the fourth raft. We put in less 
than a mile above the Big Meadow Ac-
cess Area and were pretty much left on 
our own throughout our 8-mile fl oat 
trip. Gayle took the front left, Grey III 
manned the front right, Sydney had the 
back left, and I paddled/steered from 
the back right on our raft.  
   We passed numerous fi shermen 
throughout our multi-hour raft trip. 
Most were deftly casting fl y rods while 
wading out in this highly-regarded 
trout stream. I had the privilege of get-
ting out of the raft 20-times or so in 
the less than knee-deep water to pull 
our raft off of or through the many 
submerged rocks. Only one stretch of 
about 100-yards at the Asaph Rapids 
proved to be Class II water on that par-
ticular day. (It would have been much 
different had the water level been 
higher and faster.) The views down 
through the PA Grand Canyon on Pine 
Creek were phenomenal, but based 
on the sheer number of paddlers and 
anglers out on the water, we saw very 
little wildlife. When we wrapped up our 
rafting trip at the Tiadaghton Camp-
ground, we enjoyed a shore lunch and 
refl ected on a wonderful day with fam-
ily members in a truly remarkable and 
inspiring location in Penn’s Woods. 
That evening, we had dinner in Wells-
boro and walked around the charming 
municipality, along with visiting nearby 
Leonard Harrison State Park, which of-
fers breath-taking views from the East 
Rim. If you haven’t already, you’ll also 
want to visit the PA Grand Canyon at 
some point in your life! God Bless, Be 
Safe, and Great Outdoors!

DEAR JIM: Request 
received! Thank you for 
calling attention to the 
sacrifi ces of military 
working dogs. The U.S. 
armed forces has had 
a military dog program 
since World War II. 
These canine warriors 
help detect mines and 
improvised explosive 
devices (IEDs), provide 
security on bases and 
much more. Between 
2001 and 2013, over 
2,600 “war dogs” were 
deployed to Afghanistan 
and Iraq. In that time, 
at least 92 are known to 
have died, the majority 
in combat.
   However, in all this 
time, there was no 
military-wide tracking 
system of its injured war 
dogs. How often were 
they injured or killed? 
What were their injuries 
like? How did they fare 
after their service? Data 
that would be helpful in 
treating other injured 
war dogs was being lost.
   In January, funding 
was passed for a Military 
Working Dogs Trauma 
Registry (for details, go 
to www.avma.org and 
search for “working 
dogs, combat injuries”). 
Veterinarians will be 
able to consult the regis-
try to learn more about 
war dog combat injuries 
and better ways to treat 
them. Injured war dogs 
will have a better chance 
of survival. Retired dogs 
will be able to get more 
effective treatment for 
their wounds.
   This legislation is a 
huge, active step toward 
truly honoring the sacri-
fi ces of military working 
dogs and can help even 
more of them come
