   Looking back, I can think of numer-
ous times when I’ve lent a “helping 
hand” while out deer hunting. Coop-
eration afi eld just seems to be part of 
most hunters’ DNA. Little things come 
to mind in no particular order, like: (1) 
sharing my knife with another success-
ful deer hunter who forgot theirs, (2) 
helping numerous other hunters drag 
their deer out of the woods, (3) push-
ing another stuck hunter’s car out of a 
PA state game lands parking lot after 
8-inches of snow came down between 
when they parked before daylight and 
when they came back in the late after-
noon, and (4) fi eld-dressing a deer for 
a young man who downed his fi rst deer 
and wasn’t sure how to go about the 
necessary task of eviscerating it. The 
interesting thing is, I’m not the excep-
tion with the things I’ve done over the 
years and most other deer hunters can 
probably think of a time or two when 
they’ve spontaneously pitched in when 
they’ve come across a situation afi eld, 
where helping out was the right thing 
to do for someone else.
   While the examples I shared were 
spur-of-the-moment, I want to tell you 
about an opportunity to really help 
others during the upcoming PA 2021-
22 deer hunting seasons and this one 
you can plan for well in-advance, since 
we’re still ten weeks out from our PA 
statewide archery deer season opener 
on Oct. 2, 2021. I’m talking about Hunt-
ers Sharing the Harvest (HSH), Penn-
sylvania’s venison donation program, 
which helps feed hungry people all 
across the Commonwealth. Started 
back in 1991, HSH is the preeminent 
venison donation program in the entire 
United States and has provided nearly 
2-million pounds of fresh ground veni-
son to help feed those in need over its 
30-year existence. The average-sized 
deer yields 50 lbs. of venison and pro-
vides 200 much-needed meals. Protein 
sources tend to be one of the greatest 
expenses, least donated, and hardest 
things to acquire for food banks, food 
pantries, soup kitchens, and other or-
ganizations providing free meals to 
those in need. Donated venison fi lls a 
verifi able shortage at a time when al-
most 2-million Pennsylvanians (rough-
ly 16% of our state population) is food 
insecure and sadly over 30% of those 
in need, close to 631,000, are children. 
Generous PA deer hunters helped 
HSH set an all-time PA state record in 
2020 with a total of 187,528 lbs. of veni-
son donated to help feed those in need. 
This was a signifi cant 17% increase 
over the 2019 total of 160,000+ lbs. and 
the 2020 donation total translates into 

over 750,000 nutritious meals. Talk 
about doing a lot of good while doing 
what you love to do! That’s why I’m im-
ploring you to purchase an additional 
antlerless tag or two this year and 
make plans to fi ll those tags in order 
to help feed someone who otherwise 
might go hungry.  
   How can you get involved? HSH has 
an informative full-page ad on Page 
60 of the 2021-22 PA Hunting & Trap-
ping Digest. Highlighted in the four 
photos accompanying the ad is John 
Plowman, the founder of HSH and the 
dynamic force behind its ongoing suc-
cess and growth over the past 30-years 
as HSH’s executive director. John is 
pictured with three nice bucks he’s 
harvested over the years and also with 
one of HSH’s participating meat pro-
cessors. In March 2021, the mantle of 
leadership passed to Randy Ferguson, 
the new HSH executive director, who 
resides in neighboring Mercer County 
in the Greenville area. Randy is off to a 
strong start in his new position and has 
already recruited me and fellow veter-
an, Nicholas Lutes, as Area Coordina-
tors for Lawrence County. (Previously, 
there was no one and now there are two 
of us available.) HSH has an awesome 
website: sharedeer.org, which should 
answer any questions you might have 
about participating, and both Nick’s 
and my contact information (cell phone 
# for calls or text/email address) are 
readily available there. If your rod & 
gun club, conservation club, or other 
organization (church, fraternal, etc.) 
has hunters who would like additional 
info on HSH, feel free to contact me and 
I’ll be happy to come speak and answer 
questions at an upcoming meeting.     
   Over 100 licensed and inspected PA 
meat processors participate in HSH’s 
statewide network. For those of us in 
Lawrence County, the two closest are 
Doug Peffer’s Deer Processing and 
Smokehouse in Ellwood City, just in-
side Beaver County (a regular WBB 
Advertiser!), and Minor Acres Pack-
ing Co. in Jackson Center (possibly 
closer to some in northern Lawrence 
County). It costs nothing to donate all 
or a portion of your deer at a participat-
ing HSH meat processor (several years 
ago there was minimal co-pay). Tax 
deductible monetary donations are al-
ways welcome to help cover butcher 
expenses, so even if you don’t hunt, 
you can still “give a buck to the pot” to 
help this great cause. Hunter Sharing 
the Harvest = deer hunting + helping 
others. That’s a winning combination!

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: 
I saw a warning circulat-
ing on social media that 
said many household 
disinfecting cleaners 
are toxic to cats. Is this 
true? I’ve been spending 
extra time cleaning my 
apartment with germ-
killing cleaners, and 
I’m worried that I’ve 
poisoned my two cats. 
-- Beth in Providence, 
Rhode Island
DEAR BETH: It’s true, 
to an extent. Household 
cleaners containing 
phenol, like Lysol and 
Pine-sol, are widely used 
to disinfect surfaces 
that would not respond 
well to bleach, like wood 
fl oors and furniture. 
Phenol can irritate the 
nasal passages and 
cause breathing prob-
lems in pets.
If your cats are not 
wheezing or showing 
other unusual behav-
iors, they’re probably 
fi ne, but you can always 
call their veterinarian to 
make sure.
   The University of 
Wisconsin-–Madison 
School of Veterinary 
Medicine last year wrote 
an informative post 
on how to safely use 
phenol-containing clean-
ing products as well as 
alternative products.
   It’s a good idea to put 
your cats into a differ-
ent room before using 
any kind of cleaning 
product. Spray cleaners 
can linger in the air for a 
few minutes, and heavily 
scented cleaners, even 
when diluted in water, 
can irritate pets until 
the scent clears. Keep 

them out of the room for 
an hour after using any 
disinfectant product.
   Even in this time of 
heightened anxiety 
about sanitizing our 
homes against the 
coronavirus that causes 
COVID-19, the best 
cleaning protocol is the 
one your parents and 
grandparents used. 
Dust, sweep and vacu-
um, and then pick up or 
wash away organic mate-
rials (dirt, food, messes) 
using unscented dish 
soap and warm water. 
Spot-clean furniture with 
a mild soap-and-water 
mixture. Open the cur-
tains to let in sunlight (a 
natural disinfectant).

Family Fresh Key Lime Pie
   This key lime pie recipe takes center 
stage at our dessert table.
It has all the “key” ingredients for togeth-
erness, too, making it a winner all the way 
around. There’s something for everyone 
to do. Yes, there is mixing and stirring, 
but also letting out the wiggles when 
pounding graham crackers and squeez-
ing lots of limes. And for the steady hand, 
there’s separating egg yolks from whites. 
When it’s time for the grand fi nale, some-
one else gets to whip the luscious cream 
and spoon the tempting dollops on each 
piece. Make that my job. Sound like fun? 
You bet! Here’s how to get started.

Here’s what you’ll need:
11 cinnamon honey or regular graham 
crackers crumbled to a pie-crust consis-
tency
1/2 cup melted unsalted butter
1 cup fresh-squeezed lime juice 
   (use Key limes, if available) from about 
1 pound of limes
2 14-ounce cans sweetened 
   condensed milk
4 large egg yolks

Topping for the pie:
Whipped cream
1 teaspoon grated lime zest
Fresh mango slices (optional)

Here’s the fun:
After you have set the oven to 
325 F, here’s how to get the kids 
involved:
Step 1: Let one child count 11 
graham crackers from the box 
and break them into pieces in a 
sturdy plastic bag. Show him how 
to pound the crackers with a light-
weight hammer until they are a 
pie-crust consistency. Dump into 
a mixing bowl and mix with the 
melted butter, then press evenly 
against the bottom and side of a 
pie pan.
An adult should bake the crust in 
the oven for 5 minutes. Remove 
and set aside. Increase oven tem-
perature to 350 F.
Step 2: While one child crushes 
the graham crackers, let another 
child squeeze the fresh limes to 
yield about 1 cup of lime juice. An 
adult should reduce the lime juice 
in a saucepan to 1/4 cup at a slow 
simmer over medium heat. Cool 
to room temperature.
Step 3: Whisk egg yolks together 
in a bowl. Stir in the sweetened 
condensed milk and cooled juice. 
Pour fi lling into the pie shell
