DEAR PAW’S COR-
NER: My dog “Austin” 

was recently diagnosed with Lyme disease. He’s 
responding very well to treatment with antibiot-
ics. Still, I’m wracking my brain as to how he was 
exposed. I check him for ticks every time we go out 
hiking, and I’ve never found one. I avoid trails in 
the deep woods during the summer months, when 
there’s a lot of brush and ticks are out. What can I 
do to protect him from another tick bite? -- Zack in 
Asheville, North Carolina
DEAR ZACK: I’m glad to hear Austin is on the mend! 
Lyme disease in dogs can be very debilitating. 
   The most important tool in the tick-fi ghting arse-

nal is prevention. Use a 
fl ea and tick preventive 
treatment -- like a topical 
ointment or a chewable 
medication -- to arm 
your dog in advance 
of going outside. Oral 
treatments often have 
the added advantage of 

heartworm medication to prevent this dangerous 
transmitted disease in dogs from fl eas and mosqui-
toes. 
   Avoiding the deep woods in summer is one way 
to reduce the chance of acquiring a tick (or three, 
or four), but ticks can lurk right in your yard and 
around the neighborhood. Keep the lawn mowed 
and brush trimmed back, and remove any debris 
piles around your property. Vacuum carpets weekly 
and sweep and mop the fl oors regularly. 
   Check Austin every day for ticks, even on days 
that you don’t go out hiking. It’s not unheard of to 
miss a tick in a dog’s fur, before it’s latched on to 
the skin -- and you have a 48-hour window to locate 
and remove an attached tick before Lyme exposure 

occurs.
   Finally, talk to the vet 
about whether a Lyme 
vaccine would be a good 
choice for your dog.

When Donovan 
Karki, the Keynote 
Speaker at First 
Baptist Church’s 

20th Annual Sportsmen’s Dinner, 
shared he is like a “kid on Christmas 
Eve” the night before opening day of 
our various hunting seasons, I’m sure 
I wasn’t the only one who thought “Me 
Too!” in my mind. I could totally relate 
to the eagerness, anticipation, diffi culty 
sleeping, and dreaming of what’s to 
come in the morning. We are on the 
cusp of the opening of our 2024 PA 
statewide archery deer season on Sat., 
Oct. 5, and there are a lot of archery 
hunters chomping at the bit to get out 
in the woods. So, as a reminder to all 
our hunters, in addition to being inter-
esting information for everyone else, 
I’m going to share key points this week 
in the category: “Before Heading to the 
Woods,” and specifi cally the subcatego-
ry: “Gear/Equipment Preparation.”
   Having all your gear and equipment 
ready to go before the hunt won’t in-
sure success, but not having the proper 
equipment with you or having your gear 
fail when you need it to work properly 
can be the reason why you fail to fi ll your 
tag and return home empty handed. So, 
to avoid unneeded frustration and po-
tential failure, here are several things to 
consider. Get all your gear assembled, 
don’t wait until the last moment. We all 
know “the procrastinator” who will be 
looking for their hunting license, fl ash-
light, or other key items after waking 
up on opening morning. Check out the 
serviceability of your gear and clothing. 
If it needs repaired or replaced, do it be-
fore the season starts and you suddenly 
realize your range fi nder or another 
item isn’t working properly. Shop now 
for what you need and take it with you. 
There is a reason why Sheetz and other 
convenience stores stock gloves and 
orange hats. It’s because many hunters 
forget theirs and need to stop in to pick 
up replacements on the way to their 
hunting spot.
   Carefully inspect your tree stands, 
climbing sticks, and all your straps and 
cables. You’re going to be trusting them 
with your life when you are well above 
ground level, so look for any mechani-
cal defects and replace any item that 
shows wear, weathering, or deteriora-
tion. Additionally, carefully inspect your 
safety harness, practice putting it on 
properly, have it with you when hunting 
above ground, and bottom line: wear 
it for your own piece of mind and your 
loved ones. Sharpen your knife and ei-
ther sharpen or replace the broadheads 
on the “business end” of your arrows or 
bolts. As a rule, I personally only use a 

broadhead once to harvest a deer and 
after that, it becomes a practice broad-
head for shooting into my block target. 
Don’t forget “essential gear” that you 
have to have to make your fi rearm, 
muzzleloader, bow, or crossbow func-
tion. For fi rearm hunters, I’m talking 
the proper ammunition (caliber, bullet 
type, shot size, lead or steel shot, etc.). 
While archers need to remember their 
quiver of arrows or bolts (I know two 
individuals who didn’t). Bow hunters 
who use a release need to have it with 
them and crossbow hunters need to 
bring their cocking device, in addition 
to putting rail lubricant and string wax 
on before cocking their crossbow. If 
you are a muzzleloader hunter, don’t 
forgot your ramrod, like I did, or at least 
know the proper depth to seat a powder 
charge and patched roundball/projec-
tile, so you can make a “fi eld expedient” 
ramrod from a straight branch, like I did 
this past fl intlock season for a reload 
while afi eld.
   Beforehand, think about tick preven-
tion and treat your clothing with Perme-
thrin or another tick repellant. Check 
the batteries in your optics, fl ashlight, 
rangefi nder, and other electronic gear. 
Carry an extra 2032 battery for your 
red dot or scope, it may save your hunt 
or someone else’s. Bring your contacts 
or eyeglasses, if you need them, and 
treat your glasses with anti-fog (shav-
ing cream works). Place a piece of black 
electrical tape over the barrel of your 
fi rearm or muzzleloader to keep out 
moisture and debris. Tie pieces of nylon 
thread on your fi rearm, muzzleloader, 
bow, crossbow, and tree stand to con-
stantly check the wind direction. Take 
the time to use the necessary soaps, 
detergents, and cover scents to address 
scent elimination and scent contain-
ment. If you are heading to the “Big 
Woods,” carry navigation aids, whether 
that’s map & compass, GPS, or satellite 
device, because cellphone service isn’t 
always available in remote PA to use a 
smartphone App. Bring the necessary 
recovery tools: drag rope, drag har-
ness, deer cart, ice fi shing or child’s 
plastic sled, come-along, pulley, etc. to 
get your deer or especially a bear out of 
the woods. Always carry minimal sur-
vival gear, like a lighter, space blanket, 
chem lights, and trash bag in case you 
or someone you come across needs to 
spend an unanticipated night out in the 
woods. Remember your seat cushion, 
since the mind can only absorb what 
the backside can endure, and rocks, 
logs, and the ground get uncomfortable 
quickly. There is a lot to get ready! God 
Bless, Be Safe, and Great Outdoors!
