It’s Finally Here, the Time of Year, When 
We Can Start Hunting White-Tailed Deer!

   The anticipation has been building. 
It started back on June 23, 2025 when 
new PA 2025-26 hunting licenses went 
on sale and Round 1 of antlerless 

deer licenses became available to PA residents. Other key 
events continued the momentum with Round 1 opening for 
nonresidents on July 14, followed by Rounds 2 (July 28), 3 
(Aug. 11), and 4 (Aug. 25) for all license buyers (PA resi-
dents and nonresidents). Across all four rounds of antler-
less license sales (AKA doe licenses), there were 1,312,000 
tags available for sale throughout the 22 Wildlife Manage-
ment Units (WMUs) the Commonwealth is geographically 
divided up into. That represents a 10.6% increase in the to-
tal antlerless tag number from the 2024-25 hunting season. 
Statistically, only 1 in 4 antlerless tags is fi lled, so the PGC 
projection is for 328,000 does to be harvested.

   WMUs are multi-county chunks of the Commonwealth 
with clearly identifi able roads or waterways as boundaries. 
In the three WMUs with the highest human populations, 
WMU 2B in Western PA (most of Allegheny County and 
portions of surrounding suburban counties) and WMUs 5C 
& 5D (think Philadelphia and the Southeast corner of PA), 
archery season opened back on September 20. However, 
in the vast majority of our great state, the other 19 WMUs, 
statewide archery season for antlered and antlerless deer 
opens Sat., Oct. 4, 2025 and that is why you might have no-
ticed archers practicing with their bows and crossbows out 
in their yards. According to the Archery Trade Association 
(ATA), PA has the most archery hunters of all 50 states 
with 334,000 archers (approximately 41% of all PA hunters).

   There are numerous signifi cant changes for our 2025-26 
deer hunting seasons, so let’s take a look at them to make 
sure you or your friends/loved ones who deer hunt are up 
to date on the latest info. In talking with other hunters, I’m 
not sure everyone knows. Keep in mind, some of these 
changes were made after the 2025-26 PA Hunting & Trap-
ping Digest was published back in June, so they are not 
“in the book”. You’ll want to consult the PA Game Commis-
sion’s website: www.pa.gov/pgc for the most current and 
accurate info. First, Sunday hunting was signed into law by 
Governor Shapiro on July 9, 2025 and House Bill 1431 / Act 
36 of 2025 gives the PGC authority to set hunting seasons 
that include Sundays.

   The PGC has already taken the ini-
tiative to open 13 Sundays for hunting 
this Fall.  The three Sundays in Sep-
tember (14, 21, & 28) have already 
passed, but once our statewide ar-
chery season opens on Sat. Oct. 4, it 
will remain continuously open until 

Fri., Nov 21. That’s seven days a week and includes the fol-
lowing Sundays: Oct. 5, 12, 19, & 26, as well as Nov. 2, 9, 
16. That’s seven additional days to archery hunt for deer, 
so archers are basically adding an entire week to their sea-
son.  However, there are some exceptions you need to be 
aware of. First, if you hunt private land, you need to ask the 
landowner if they permit Sunday hunting, don’t assume. 
Second, while PA State Forests (2.5 million acres) will be 
open to Sunday hunting, our PA State Parks will NOT be 
open for Sunday hunting, except for the three Sundays ap-
proved prior to Act 36 of 2025 being signed by Governor 
Shapiro, which are Nov. 16, 23, & 30. (Note: only Nov. 16 
coincides with statewide archery season, so that will be the 
only Sunday our PA State Parks will be accessible for Sun-
day archery hunting.) On a side note, migratory game bird 
seasons are regulated by the federal government, so you 
will NOT be able to hunt doves, ducks, geese, and other 
migratory game birds on Sundays. The U.S. Fish & Wild-
life Service sets how many days every state can hunt each 
species of migratory game birds, so to add Sunday hunting 
the PGC would have to drop other days.

   Our statewide muzzleloader antlerless deer season runs 
Oct. 18-25, so hunters using a fl intlock rifl e, percussion cap, 
or inline muzzleloader will gain Sunday, Oct. 19 to hunt. 
Regular statewide fi rearms deer hunters already had Sun., 
Nov. 30, as part of their Nov. 29 – Dec. 13 two week season, 
but fi rearm hunters will also gain Sun., Dec. 7. PA State 
Parks will be accessible for Sunday hunting on Nov. 30, but 
NOT Dec. 7. Please observe the fundamental fact that all 
PA hunting seasons that closed on a Saturday in the PA 
2025-26 Hunting & Trapping Digest, still close on a Satur-
day. That means our regular fi rearm deer season closes 
on Sat., Dec. 13, and does NOT include Sunday, Dec. 14. 
I already foresee one or more hunters making the mistake 
and harvesting a deer on that Closed Sunday. At this point, 
Sunday hunting has not been extended to late archery, late 
fl intlock, or the extended DMAP antlerless fi rearm season 
in late Dec. and Jan 2026, but that could change. PA deer 
hunters have more opportunities to harvest deer than ever 
before. That’s some exciting news!

Opal Glass
Crystal, amethyst, amber, emerald, ruby: Decora-
tive glass is often made to capture the vivid color 
and intense sparkle of gemstones. It isn’t limited to 
transparent stones, either. A type of opaque matte 
glass called opal glass or opaline became popular 
in Europe in the mid-19th century. 
   Inspired by Venetian lattimo (milk glass) made 
since the 1500s and English Bristol glass of the 
1700s, opal glass is a semi-opaque glass, usu-
ally white or a light color, with a slight iridescent 
sheen. Decorators found that it made a beautiful 
background for gilt or enamel designs, like this 
blue opaline vase that sold at Alderfer Auction for 
$307. 
   The auction described the vase as “French style,” 
and opaline was at its most popular in France in the 
mid-to late-1800s. About the same time, the opal 
gemstone experienced a resurgence in popularity. 
Believed to have magic powers and healing proper-
ties in ancient and medieval times, it was consid-
ered unlucky in the 1800s. 
   One of the superstitions surrounding it is that, as 
the October birthstone, it brought bad luck to any 
wearer born in any other month. However, Queen 
Victoria, who was born in May, defi ed superstitions 
with her love of opals. She wore opal jewelry, gave

it as gifts and promoted 
the newly established 
Australian opal mines. 
By the art nouveau 
period of the late 1800s, 
opals were a favorite 
stone for jewelry. Per-
haps this infl uenced the 
popularity of opal glass.

   When I was a young believer, I thought “moun-
taintop” experiences were where I would meet Je-
sus.

Author Lina AbuJamra says it’s in the desert places 
where we meet God and grow. In her Bible study 
Through the Desert, she writes, “God’s aim is to 
use the desert places in our lives to make us stron-
ger.” She continues, “God’s goodness is meant to 
be received in the midst of your pain, not proven by 
the absence of pain.”
   It’s in the hard places of sorrow, loss, and pain 
that God helps us to grow in our faith and become 
closer to Him. As Lina learned, “The desert is not 
an oversight in God’s plan but an integral part of 
[our] growth process.”
   God led many Old Testament patriarchs to the 
desert. Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob all had wilder-
ness experiences. It was in the desert that God 
prepared Moses’ heart and called him to lead His 
people out of slavery (Exodus 3:1-2, 9-10). And 
it was in the desert that God “watched over [the 
Israelites’] journey” for forty years with His help 
and guidance (Deuteronomy 2:7).
   God was with Moses and the Israelites each step 
of their way through the desert, and He’s with you 
and me in ours. In the desert, we learn to rely on 
God. There He meets us—and there we grow.

Bake Bread Pudding 
From Yesterday’s Cinnamon Rolls

We often enjoy cinnamon rolls for morning coffee when relatives come for a 
visit during this time of year. We either pick them up at a bakery or bake this 
easy recipe with anyone who wants to get their hands in the dough! The next 
day, the “leftovers” can be transformed into a yummy “Apple Pecan Bread Pud-
ding.” Try it out for yourself:

EASY FAMILY CINNAMON ROLLS
-- 1 package of yeast roll mix, or a batch 
     of yeast bread dough
-- 1/4 cup butter or margarine
-- 1/4 cup sugar
-- 1/4 cup cinnamon
-- Raisins and nuts, if desired

For the glaze:
-- 1 cup powdered sugar
-- 2 tablespoons milk

Prepare and roll the bread dough into a 10-by-12-inch rectangle. Spread the 
dough with butter or margarine, and sprinkle with sugar and cinnamon. Add 
raisins and nuts, if desired.
   Roll the dough up along the long side. Slice the dough into 1-inch rounds 
using a bread knife. Or try dental fl oss to cut the dough by placing it under the 
large roll of dough. Lift the fl oss and quickly crisscross it through the dough 
roll to make a round.
   Place dough rounds in a 9-inch pan, cover, and let rise about 1 hour. Bake in 
an oven set to 350 F for 35 minutes. Cool.
   Stir together the powdered sugar and milk in a small bowl. Drizzle glaze over 
cinnamon rolls.

APPLE PECAN BREAD PUDDING
-- 8-ounces day-old cinnamon rolls, cubed
-- 1/2 cup chopped pecans
-- 1 cup sliced, peeled apples
-- 2 eggs
-- 2 cups milk
-- 1/2 teaspoon vanilla
-- 1/2 cup sugar, if desired
-- Maple syrup

Coat an 8- or 9-inch cake pan with nonstick 
spray. Place the bread cubes in the pan, and toss in the pecans and apples. 
Blend the eggs, milk and sugar (optional) in a medium bowl. Add vanilla.
   Pour the mixture over the bread and let stand for about 20 minutes. Bake in 
an oven set to 350 F for about 45 minutes, until golden brown. Cut into squares 
to serve. Serve with warm maple syrup.
